A parent will need to sign the required authorisations
including a Risk Minimisation Plan.

In the interests of child safety, care may be refused on the day should the appropriate documentation or
medication not be supplied as per the Ambrose Medical Conditions Policy. Fees will still be payable.

FEES & CHILD CARE SUBSIDY

Invoices are issued fortnightly. Payment of fees is via direct debit, which occurs fortnightly on Thursdays. New families joining the
service will need to setup direct debit via Xplor for the service.

Child Care Subsidy (CCS) is a payment offered by the Australian Government for which parents/guardians may be eligible, to assist
with the cost of fees. Ambrose School Age Care services are approved for CCS. Subsidy amounts are calculated and approved by
the Australian Government Department of Human Services (Services Australia). The parents/guardians CCS eligibility requirements
must be met with Services Australia and all relevant and correct CCS details provided to the service together with signing the
Complying Written Arrangement and confirming the CCS enrolment in MyGov before eligible CCS can be paid.
